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The International General Certificate of Secondary Education (IGCSE) has been designed for 14 to 16
year olds and aims to prepare students for further academic success, including progression to A and
AS Level study, and equip students with the skills needed for immediate employment. IGCSE is
equivalent in standard to the British GCSE and is recognised as evidence of ability by academic institu-
tions and employers around the world. Indeed, the terms GCSE and IGCSE are used interchangeably.

Over the years, the school has built up a great deal of
experience in the teaching of IGCSE subjects and ef-
fective preparation for examinations. All our senior
staff are experienced IGCSE teachers and we believe
that this is vital to ensure that students receive the
best preparation for their IGCSE examinations.

However, at AAESS we do not feel that we are just
preparing students for examinations. Throughout their
time in the school we will work closely with each indi-
vidual to ensure they achieve their full potential.

The minimum target for all students should be at least
5 IGCSEs at grade C or higher, This allows entry to
the AAESS 6th Form and from there, progress to Uni-
versity in the UK, Middle East or elsewhere in Europe
and North America.

GCSEs
are studied full-time at school, taking five terms to
complete.

An em-
ployer or good UK University would expect you to
have eight GCSEs i at grade C or above and in-
cluding English, Mathematics and at least one
Science. We at AAESS expect you to show a
commitment to the two year course and to sit the
final examination. By the end of September in
Year 10 we will accept no more swaps or
changes. We at AAESS are committed to provid-
ing the best education for you and we want you to
take full advantage of this provision.

We strongly advise that students do not drop
a course unless advised by the school.

The IGCSE is an international qualification and the
content of the syllabus is better geared to students
from an international background and is less specific to
Britain. The GCSEs and IGCSEs that we offer here at
AAESS are however not culturally specific but we be-
lieve them to be better and more appropriate for you.
Most International Schools offer a mixture of both
GCSE and IGCSE.

The GCSE Art & Design course focuses on three main areas: knowledge, skills and understanding. It combines
the academic study of art with creative activities and the development of practical skills. The purpose of the
theory work is so that pupils gain an understanding of art practices both past and present. Students are required
to research artists, explore their styles and genres, whilst investigating a range of materials, techniques and
processes.

Responsibilities of the Student

Students are expected to research topics at home and read widely with reference to the areas of study.
They are expected to complete work according to the deadlines set.
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The History IGCSE syllabus looks at some of the major international issues of the nineteenth and twentieth
centuries, as well as covering the history of particular regions in more depth. The emphasis is on both histori-
cal knowledge and on the skills required for historical research. Students learn about the nature of cause and
effect, continuity and change, similarity and difference and find out how to use and understand historical evi-
dence as part of their studies. IGCSE History will stimulate any student already interested in the past, provid-
ing a basis for further study, and also encouraging a lifelong interest in the subject. Both coursework and non-
coursework options are available.

Course Aims

The aims of the syllabus are set out below and describe the educational purposes of a course in History for the

IGCSE examination. They are not listed in order of priority.

All three subjects will be practically based and ex-
perimental work is very important. The school has 4
well-equipped laboratories. One lab is mainly for
Biology, one for Chemistry and one is for Physics.
The 4th lab caters for general science in KS3.

All of the science subjects have the same aims,
which are to:

1 provide studies of experimental and practical
science so that pupils become confident citizens
in a technological world;

The Ecosystems

Most students find that the work is easier to understand than the other sciences because it studies things they
can easily relate to but that there is a lot of work to be learnt for the final examination. Students expect Biology
to be easy but they find that the difficulty of examination questions is just the same as the others. Because Biol-
ogy does not use mathematics or chemical equations to a large extent it relies on the use of English.

It is possible to study Biology beyond IGCSE level at AAESS. AS and AL Biology are currently taught. Students
who go to study Biology at this level find that having studied IGCSE Chemistry is almost essential.

Chemistry is the study of changes in which one
substance is changed into another.

The topics studied in Chemistry are certainly not everyday ones and some students find that the abstract nature
of Chemistry makes it difficult to study. On the other hand there are not many facts to learn as in other subjects
and because they fit into quite simple patterns many students find chemistry to be the easiest of the sciences.
There are some calculations in this subject but nothing like as many in Physics. Chemistry does not rely on Eng-
lish skills to the extent as Biology but it has its own challenges, chemical equations to hame just one.

It is possible to study Chemistry beyond IGCSE level at AAESS. AS & AL Chemistry are currently taught.

The study of Physics relies very much on the appli-
cation of mathematics and it is usual that students
who like mathematics and are good at it, also do
well in Physics. In a typical Year 10 examination
about 50% of the marks are awarded for calcula-
