The International Baccalaureate (IB) programmedsraprehensive and rigorous two year
curriculum, leading to examinations, for studerdgeeyally aged between sixteen and nineteen.
Based on the curriculum of no single country, & deliberate compromise between the
specialisation required in some national systenastia@ breadth preferred in others.

The general objectives of the IB are to providelstis with a balanced education, to facilitate
geographic and cultural mobility, and to promotieiinational understanding through a shared
academic experience. In the thirty years sinctiiading, the IB Diploma has become a
symbol of academic integrity and intellectual preeniThe student who satisfies its demands
demonstrates a strong commitment to learning, imottrms of the mastery of subject content
and in the development of the skills and discipheeessary for success in a competitive world.
This superb programme offers a rounded educatiostéments aiming at university or college
who do not want to limit themselves to three sulsj@t the sixth form. The Diploma is awarded
on successful completion of the whole programméh wipoints score based on results in each
subject. It is accepted for admission to Univegsiin virtually every country in the world. Three
subjects are taken at Higher Level and three atdata Level. There is the opportunity to
specialise if universities require but normallydstats choose one from each of the

following six areas:

Group 1 First Languages Al

English, French, German and Spanish may be off@tter options (such as
Dutch and Korean) may be considered if numbersvatiocan be self taught
(SL only).

Group 2 — Language A2, B or ab initio
English A2, English B, Spanish B and French B amchéio (SL only).

Group 3 Individuals and Societies
Business and Management, Geography, History and
Information Technology in a Global Society.

Group 4 Experimental Sciences
Biology and Physics. (Chemistry offered in Group 6)

Group 5 Mathematics
There is a choice of one Higher Level and two Stathdlevel Mathematics courses —

Group 6 The Arts and Electives
Music, Theatre Arts, Visual Arts, Chemistry, andsBiess and Management.

Additional Components of the IB Programme

In addition to the six subjects, all students falla course in the Theory of Knowledge
(TOK), engage in a substantial piece of researshltiag in an Extended Essay and take
part in an extracurricular programme entitled dxetgt Action and Service (CAS). This
programme gives all students the opportunity te fa&rt in a wide range of musical and
artistic activities, sports and community servit@pments.



Theory of Knowledge

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) is taken by all Intermatal Baccalaureate students and
gives educational coherence to the whole Diplonog@mme. One of the aims of the
Theory of Knowledge course is to explore the basgs in which we interpret the

world, to examine those ways, to compare and csinttaims to knowledge in different
subjects and so to consider the nature of knowl@dgl. The course also aims to lead
students to an awareness of and a reflection @opal and ideological biases regardless
of whether, in the end, these views are retair@dsed or rejected.

The requirements of logical rigour for knowledge.
Mathematics as a system of knowledge.
Knowledge in the Natural Sciences.
The problems of knowledge in the Social Sciences.

Aesthetic judgements.
Knowledge and truth.

Extended Essay

Diploma candidates are required to undertake atantial piece of original research and
write an extended essay of about 4,000 words. gioiect allows students to investigate
subjects that are of special interest. It alsoh#diem to develop skills that will be needed
at university.

Although students will have to work on their oweytwill by guided by a tutor who will
ensure that the topic chosen is feasible, makeestiggs for research and help the
student meet the deadlines. The extended essateimally marked.

CAS: Creativity, Action and Service

This is a requirement for the IB Diploma involviagort, outdoor pursuits (such as
walking and climbing), music, the arts, volunteed @ommunity work and extra
curricular clubs.

The CAS programme will offer students the oppottiuto take part in a wide
range of musical and artistic activities, sporiqeglitions, and community service
placements to complement their academic studies.

Participation in the programme is a compulsory iategral part of the both the AAESS
Diploma and the IB Diploma programme and studeinsgiksl view their CAS programme

as the equivalent of a standard level subjecedtires a minimum 50hour

commitment for each of the three categories (orggtiaction and service) over the two year
Diploma programme and students are required to 8etgpled records of activities and write
regular reflections. It is a distinctive element®fYear programmes and very useful for
university applications.

The IB Diploma Award

The Diploma is awarded to candidates whose totaksgncluding any bonus points for
the Extended Essay and Theory of Knowledge couesehes or exceeds 24 points and

does not contain any of the following failing coinals:

Higher Level subjects: a grade 2; a grade 3 notpam®ated by a grade 5 or above in
another Higher Level subject

Standard Level subjects: a grade 1; more than caued@

Overall Result: more than three grades 3; more ¢timengrade 3 if there is a grade 2 at
Standard Level

Failure to submit the Extended Essay and failuotaplete the Theory of Knowledge.
Candidates with only one of the above failing ctinds, but with a total score of at least

28 points, including any bonus points, will be asat the Diploma.

Certificates in individual subjects can be awardé@n diploma requirements are not
met and can also be sufficient for University ente

Excluding conditions:

The Diploma cannot be awarded, whatever the totaks to candidates who have
received a grade "N" (no grade) in any element; e received a grade 1 in any
Higher level subject; or who have not met TheoriKnbwledge, Extended Essay or
Extracurricular CAS requirements.

Bonus points:
A maximum of 3 bonus points may be added to the smtore awarded for the individual

subjects based on performance in the Extended EBsg&hyheory of Knowledge. Bonus
points will be awarded according to a candidatemslmined performance in both areas.

The Al Ain English Speaking School Diploma

The IB is an academically challenging course whwihnot suit all of our students. Entry to
Sixth Form will continue to be based on a minimund pass grades in Year 11 of A* to C.

For students whose needs are not met by the IBbDiplthere is the opportunity to

graduate from AAESS with the AAESS IB Certificatgpdma. Students who follow this course
still have to meet rigorous standards but at ackfit level and with greater flexibility of

course choice. The AAESS IB Certificate Diplomal wsilll allow students to enter a number

of universities and colleges but not as many ai thie full IB Diploma. It gives students

the opportunity to explore subjects at which thay succeed and continue through our Sixth
Form.

A student following the AAESS IB Certificate Dipl@awill study the same courses as IB
Diploma students but they may be able to study feubjects (if they have enough
credits) and not have to study subjects at highezll(depending on further education
requirements). Please note that students followirggcourse still have to still have to
achieve a grade of 2 or better in IB subject repfmt a credit toward the Diploma and
meet all assessment requirements set by the |8afcn subject taken.

Graduation requirements for the AAESS IB Certificate Diploma:

Students must earn a total of 24 credits in theatsyupper Secondary school for an AAESS
IB Certificate (School) Diploma.
